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Hooking Up Speaker Cables to Terminals

The terminals can accommodate up to 14 AWG speaker cables. 14 AWG speaker cable is
recommended for longer connections (greater than 20 meters / 66 feet). For shorter lengths
you can use 16 or 18 AWG speaker cables. It is recommended to leave about 150 cm (5
feet) of extra cable at the regulator end to facilitate positioning and installation of the
regulator. Do not use staples, nails or other metal objects to secure the speaker cables. You
will get the best sound quality and least amount of hum by keeping the speaker cables away
from other electrical wires and cables.

Pay attention to connecting the polarity of the volume regulator correctly with the amplifier
and speakers terminals (RED + with RED +, BLACK - with BLACK -). Before connecting
make sure that your amplifier is switched off. Please refer to your amplifier and speakers’

instruction manual for more information.
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Additional Considerations for TVR-10IR only

Avoiding Obstacles

The most important consideration will be to provide a direct, unobstructed, line of sight path
between the handheld remote control unit in the listening area and the IR lens on the
TVR-10IR.



Connecting Audio Source and Speakers
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In-wall Installation and Operation

1. Make sure your audio source (amplifier, receiver etc.) is switched off.

2. Make sure that the volume regulator on your audio source is set on minimum.

3. Switch Volume Control of the Volume Regulator to minimum (rotary knob - max counter-
clockwise, slider knob — max downward position).

4. Install a plastic electrical junction box (not supplied with this product) into the wall. Make
sure that the box is big enough to accommodate the Volume Regulator. Push gently the
speaker and IR (TVR-10IR only) cables into the box.

5. Using speaker cables (not supplied with this product) connect your audio source to INPUT
AMPLIFIER terminals located on the rear of the Volume Regulator.

6. Using speaker cables (not supplied with this product) connect your speakers to required
OUTPUT SPEAKER terminals located on the rear of the Volume Regulator.

7. Set the Volume Regulator to the proper impedance using the chart in the chapter
“Connecting Audio Source and Speakers”

8. TVR-10IR only: Connect TVR-10IR IR terminals with IR Hub (not supplied with this
product). Make sure to keep proper connection: Connect TVR-10IR IR OUT with IR Hub IR
IN, GND with GND and +12V with +12V. Follow the user manual of IR Hub and install and
plug the IR Emitters (not supplied with this product) into the IR Hub, then configure necessary
IR Hub settings and turn on the IR Hub.

9. Screw-in the Volume Regulator to the box and install the trim plate.

10. Stick the supplied logo sticker on the front panel of the Volume Regulator. We recom-
mend to stick the logo on the top or bottom part of the panel to cover one of the mounting
SCrews.

11. Switch on your audio source and start playback on a connected device.

12. Regulate volume on your audio source and the Volume Regulator to adjust level of
sound.
